First, it's the Suffolk Parks and Recreation sponsored HRAST Air Show on Sunday, October 17th. Showtime is betweem 12:00 noon and
2:00 pm. There will be buddy-box time both before and after the show depending on interest with the actual show starting around 1:00
pm. Field Setup will start at 11:00 am. AST members are asked to wear their shirts--if it's cold wear the team shirts outside whatever's
necessary to keep warm. Team pictures will also be taken which is a new requirement for continued charter renewal.

Next, it's the Bob 'Big Time' Deaton FUN PYLON RACES on October 30th. That's right...Bob Deaton and Bob Swain have been trying
for a long time to organize a pylon race & it's finally here. The event will start at 10 am and last as long as it needs to. There will be two
classes--1) Hand-Launch and 2) Roll off ground. If there are enough similar planes, another class will be ‘created’. No restrictions on size

There will be Beans, Chili, and other foods, thus Henry
is making this an all-weather event. $o, if it's too nasty to fly then we will put up the tent, eat, have fun and tell stories.
